Nominations for officers of the congregation for 2022 are now being accepted from the voting membership for 
the December 12, 2021 election. Please use the reverse side of this sheet to submit your nominations.   
The nomination forms may be deposited in the special box marked NOMINATIONS located in the narthex. 
Nominations will close on Sunday, November 14th. 
 
Voting Membership A voting member is a communicant member who has reached the age of 18 years. 
 

A. Any voting member can place a name in nomination. 
B. Only Male members who have reached the age of 18 shall be eligible to hold the offices of President, 

Vice President, or be a member of the Board of Elders. All other offices are open to any person who is a 
voting member (male or female) having reached the age of 18 years.  

C. The Nomination Committee shall review all names placed in nomination for eligibility.  
D. The nominees will be contacted. No nomineeôs name shall be place on the ballot without his/her consent. 
E. A list of candidates shall be published two weeks prior to the annual meeting. 
F. The ballot shall be presented and the election held at the annual meeting on Sunday December 12, 

2021. 
G. Nominations will close on Sunday, November 14th. 
H. Additional nominations may be made from the floor of the annual meeting for any office, which is vacant 

due to lack of a candidate. All other nominations shall remain closed. 
I. The officers elect shall assume their respective offices on January 1, 2022.
